The GMS delegate the authority to the BOD: By the end of Q3 of 2026, based on the 
assessment of the production and business results and the expectation of the execution of the 2026 
plan, to consider and ratify/approve the adjustment of the 2025 production, business and 
investment plan, while ensuring at least the minimum dividend rate as planned above by the GMS 
(if the BOD deems necessary). In case of deciding to approve the adjustment of the 2026 plan, the 
BOD is responsible for disclosing information in accordance with the law and reporting the 
adjustment of the 2026 plan at the next General Meeting of Shareholders of the Corporation.  

 
Resolution 4. GMS approves the 2026 investment and development plan 

Deploy investment in transitional projects, new projects and investment preparation projects 
in 2025, specifically as follows: 

Deploy capital in current projects, new projects and investment preparation in 2026, 
specifically as follows: 

4.1. Building materials: 

a. Transitional projects and annual in-depth investment plan: 

- Focus on reviewing processes, records control, measurement, and treatment systems for air 
and wastewater emissions... and develop plans for switching fuels or investing in additional 
treatment systems, selecting the most effective solution that ensures compliance with 
environmental standards as prescribed by law and local regulations; 

- Glass: Continue to develop, increase production, and diversify energy-saving glass product 
lines, high-end mirrors, and high-quality post-processing glass products; add processing 
technologies to diversify flat glass products to suit market trends. 

- Sanitary wares: Complete the technology innovation project, increasing the level of 
automation at the My Xuan Ceramics Factory and the project to add equipment to the grinding and 
mechanical processing stages at the Faucets Factory in Q2/2026; continue to invest in and improve 
the management system (finance, business, production, etc.) to ensure integrated management 
within the group. Simultaneously, continue to invest in designing and developing product 
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features/models, smart toilet product lines (from design to mold production, etc.), optimize the 
number of models to maximize production, and leverage the capacity of the pressure conveyor and 
automation systems. 

- Tiles: Implement in-depth investment projects at factories according to plan, ensuring 
feasibility and maximizing production capacity; Invest in additional renovation and conversion of 
tile production at the Eurotile factory; Invest in increasing the capacity of the AAC concrete factory 
to 240,000 m3/year (AAC brick equivalent), ensuring quality, progress, and achieving set targets. 

- Terracotta (Viglacera Ha Long JSC): Invest in research and development of new products, 
minimizing competitive pressure from existing products on the market, and improving operational 
efficiency. 

- Continue in-depth investment and supplementation at units/factories within the product 
groups regarding technological and technical solutions, increasing automation levels, recovery 
rates, and cost reduction. 

- Invest in research and development of product features/designs in various fields, developing 
product lines with unique and superior features to meet market segments, serving export markets 
and replacing imported goods, with high value and efficiency. Simultaneously, continue to invest 
in the development and design of integrated product solutions (glass, ceramics - faucets, tiles, 
aerated concrete products) of the Corporation.. 

b. Investment preparation and new project investments: 

- Implement the plan and roadmap for digital transformation investment in management 
activities (finance, business, production…) according to the strategic development orientation until 
2030 for each product group/division. 

- Research and invest in the development of production technology, focusing on post-
processing of glass with high technology/value added and distinctive features (fire-resistant glass, 

solar panel glass, smart glass, interior decorative glass products, art glass, and products combined 

with other materials such as metal and wood); Diversify flat glass products through processing 

such as cutting, grinding, engraving, screen printing, painting, and color coating, thereby meeting 
market demand trends. 

- Research and survey for investment in an AAC plant in the Southern region; Continue 
research and survey for investment in a common raw material processing plant for the 

Corporation's sanitary ware factories; Develop and implement investment plans to relocate the 
Sanitary Ware factories to new locations in Phu Ninh Industrial Park, Phu Tho province, with the 

following objectives: “Specializing production, aligning with the technology of each production 
line, combined with investment to increase automation levels, reduce production costs/prices, 

enhance competitiveness and operational efficiency; Complying with relocation requirements 
according to urban planning in the localities, ensuring stable, long-term, and sustainable 

development.” 

- Implement steps to convert the land use purpose of the factory site to a housing project at the 
float glass factory, energy-saving glass factory, and Binh Duong ceramic factory, in accordance 

with Resolution No. 171/2024/QH15 dated November 30, 2024. Simultaneously, research and 
implement the conversion to real estate investment projects on the land of some member units of 
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the Corporation, in accordance with the aforementioned Resolution, in line with local planning and 
current legal regulations. - Continue to expand the distribution channel system in commercial 

activities, the brand development strategy of the Corporation and product groups. 

- Implement investment and research to prepare for investment in projects approved at the 

Corporation's 2025 Annual General Meeting of Shareholders in Resolution No. 02/TCT-
NQĐHĐCĐ dated June 10, 2025. 

4.2. Real estates: 

a. Industrial parks:  

- Continue to invest in concurrent technical infrastructures/services at the IP under 

development, focusing on:  Tien Hai, Hai Yen, Phu Ha Phase 1, Yen Phong IIC, Thuan Thanh I, 

Phong Dien, Tran Yen; Yen My, Song Cong II, Doc Da Trang; Ground breaking at Tay Pho Yen 

(~500ha), Phu Ninh (Phase 1 ~150ha), So 1 Hung Yen (~217ha). 

- IP investment preparation: Huu Lung (Lang Son), Luong Tai (Bac Ninh), Tien Hai 

expansion (Hung Yen), Viet Hong (Lao Cai), Tran Duong (Hai Phong). Survey, prepare 

documents applying for investment policies approval, investment project approval to develop new 

IP in localities approved by the previous GMS. 

- Continue to expand the Green and Smart Industrial Park model to remaining and newly 

established industrial parks. Simultaneously, add utility facilities, promote digital transformation in 

management and operation, improve environmental quality, integrate smart technologies into 

industrial park activities, enhance competitiveness and attract investment; moving towards the 

formation of an integrated industrial city with an ecological urban environment.. 

- Conduct research and evaluation to develop new industrial park projects with advantageous 

locations in terms of infrastructure, investment attraction, and business potential, based on selecting 

appropriate, feasible, and effective investment options/forms (capital contribution/transfer, 

business cooperation, etc.). 

- Continue to seek/cooperate with financially capable partners with business advantages to 

invest in component projects within industrial parks to enhance amenities, upgrade the status and 

brand of the Corporation's industrial parks, and maximize the efficiency of land use (factory and 

warehouse rental; other infrastructure services). 

b. Urban and housing area:  

Social housing, workers’ housing:  

- Continue investing in construction, ensuring progress to meet the housing business plan, and 

quickly recover capital to generate cash flow for new projects, with key projects in Social housing, 

Workers housing. 

- Continue implementing investment preparation and development of social housing/workers' 

housing projects in parallel with the development of industrial parks. At the same time, continue to 

research and participate in the selection of investors for social housing projects based on surveys 
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and the search for and development of new land funds in localities with suitable and feasible 

conditions in accordance with current legal regulations. 

Commercial housing and accompanying services:  

- Continue to improve infrastructure in the Tay Mo, Xuan Phuong, Tien Son, Yen Phong urban 

areas, etc., to ensure conditions for handover to residents, state management, and project settlement; 

- Continue investment preparation for the Thang Long No1 Project Phase 3 (Hanoi); and the 

housing project at Nga 6 - Bac Ninh City (land owned by VFG Company). Coordinate with 

member companies to implement procedures and prepare for investment in housing development 

projects, implemented through appropriate forms (business cooperation, joint ventures, 

consortiums, etc.). 

- Continue to survey and research participation in auctions/bidding for investors to implement 

housing projects with business advantages in Phu Tho, Bac Ninh, Yen Bai and other localities 

according to the list of investment projects approved at the General Meeting of Shareholders of the 

Corporation in 2025 in Resolution No. 02/TCT-NQDHDCD dated June 10, 2025 and previous 

General Meetings of Shareholders. At the same time, continue to survey and seek to develop new 

land funds to prepare for investment and development of urban areas and housing projects. 

4.3. Foreign investment 

Continue to implement investment projects approved by the 2025 AGM in Resolution No 

02/TCT-NQDHDCD dated June 10, 2025. 

4.4. Research, development and training 

Based on the implementation plan for the task "Innovation and streamlining of organizational 
activities" in the groups/division, investment in R&D and training activities are implemented 
accordingly, with these following tasks: 

- Investing in scientific and technological research to improve the productivity and quality of 
the Corporation's building materials products; Cooperating with domestic and foreign 
organizations and individuals to develop new technologies and products; Consulting specialized 
project in building material investment solutions. 

- Researching and implementing investment in technological and technical solutions to 
increase the level of automation; investing in R&D departments/centers at subsidiaries in 
developing new products, materials/production mixes, etc. 

- Research and invest in, innovate in IT systems (ERP, data digitization, etc.). Implement a 
system managing financial reports and weekly/monthly business performance reports. 

- Continue investing in laboratory systems in various groups/fields (Glass, Ceramics, Tiles, 
etc.) for research, testing, and quality certification needs; invest in human resource training 
according to the development strategy needs in each product group/field; continue implementing 
the registration for "Green Product" certification for some of the Corporation's products; implement 
the development of regulations and criteria for the "Greenhouse Gas Emission Reduction" 
initiative. 

- Research and implement investments in other items in accordance with regulations and the 

actual situation of the Corporation. 
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Resolution 5. GMS approves enterprise restructure and transformation for the year 

2026 

5.1 Continue implementing the detailed plan "Innovation and streamlining of organizational 
activities" for the selected group and division under the Corporation's strategic development 
orientation in the new phase, which was approved by the Corporation's 2025 Annual General 
Meeting of Shareholders. Continue to delegate to the BOD (according to contents ratified by the 
2025 Annual GMS) to approve and implement the detailed necessary steps for each stage, in 
accordance with the Corporation's strategic development orientation in the new period. 

 
5.2 Continue implementing tasks related to restructure state capital ownership in the 

Corporation as directed by the Ministry of Construction. 
5.3 Implement the divestment roadmap and restructure the Corporation's capital ownership in 

subsidiaries and affiliated companies that are operating inefficiently or are not in line with the 
Corporation's long term strategy. Specifically: 

(1) Divestment in units belonging to the terracotta division; 
- 02 units have a divestment plan according to the strategic development orientation approved 

by the General Meeting of Shareholders: Yen Hung Construction Ceramics JSC; Cau Duong 
Refractory Brick JSC. 

- 03 terracotta units: Tu Liem JSC, Huu Hung Construction Ceramics JSC, Tu Son Brick and 
Tile JSC; 

- At Viglacera Ha Long JSC: divestment of affiliated companies (Viglacera Dong Trieu JSC 
and Viglacera Ha Long 2 JSC). 

(2) Divestment of units belonging to the glass group that have been approved for divestment 
according to the strategic development orientation approved by the General Meeting of 
Shareholders: Viglacera Investment and Import-Export JSC. 

(3) Transfer of Viglacera College to partners in a suitable form as it is not part of the core 
business. 

(4) Divestment in other companies to focus resources on others social housing projects and 
industrial parks: Dap Cau Glass Joint Stock Company, Viglacera Van Hai Joint Stock Company. 

5.4. Through the policy of capital contribution, increase charter capital, and reorganization of 
member companies in 2026: 

(1) Through the policy of establishing new branches and legal entities; contributing 
capital/receiving capital transfers, cooperating in business, and forming joint ventures with other 
legal entities, ... to implement investment projects in industrial parks, urban areas, and other housing 
projects in localities. 

(2) Increase capital for Viglacera Tien Son Joint Stock Company to invest in the AAC plant 
project in the Southern region. 

(3) Increase capital for Viglacera Sanitary Equipment Co., Ltd. to contribute capital to Viet Tri 
Viglacera Joint Stock Company via appropriate types of assets and forms of capital contribution in 
accordance with the law to implement new investment projects of the Company. 

5.5. For 382 Dong Anh Joint Stock Company, continue to evaluate the business and/or real 

estate project development situation in accordance with the State's policies and laws; or propose 

divestment in this Company at an appropriate time (if necessary). 
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Resolution 6. Compensation paid in 2025 for the Board of Directors and the Supervisory 
board; 2026 compensation plan 
6.1 Realised in 2025 
a. Compensation of the Board of Directors and the Supervisory board:

the amended and supplemented Charter; and carry out the necessary procedures in accordance with 
the law to notify the changes to the business registration in accordance with current law. 

Resolution 11. GMS approves transactions with related parties in 2025 

- Through the signing and execution of contracts and transactions whose main content serves 
the production, business, and investment activities of the Corporation in the building materials and 
real estate group in 2026 between Viglacera Corporation - JSC and related parties, with a value 
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falling under the authority of the General Meeting of Shareholders as stipulated in the Corporation's 
Charter, Article 167 of the 2020 Enterprise Law, and Article 293 of Decree 155/2020/ND-CP 
guiding the 2019 Securities Law (except for contracts prohibited by law, if any). 

- The General Meeting of Shareholders assigns/authorizes the Board of Directors of the 

Corporation to decide on the detailed contents of each transaction and contract; directs the signing 
and implementation of the aforementioned contracts and transactions, ensuring compliance with 

the law, the Charter, and internal regulations of Viglacera Corporation - JSC. 

Resolution 12. GMS dismiss a member of the Board of Directors and elect a new member 
to the Board of Directors of the Corporation for the term 2024-2029 

- Approve the dismissal of Mr. Nguyen Trong Hien from the Board of Directors of the 
Corporation based on his personal resignation. 

- Approve the election of Mr Dinh Van Hiep to the Board of Directors of the Corporation 
for the term 2024 - 2029.

Add a new Clause 4 as follows:

4. In this Charter, provisions relating to signing and 
signatures shall be understood to include lawful 
signatures on hard-copy documents or via digital 
signature methods in accordance with relevant laws.”
